Dear County Executive Leggett, Councilperson Ervin, and DPWT:

Last Tuesday early evening, a twelve year old boy was hit by a car on Franklin Ave between Evergreen and Seminole Streets in the Indian Spring neighborhood. He is currently at Children’s Hospital in intensive care with skull fractures.

Prezco appreciates the time and attention that you all have given to the 100+ pedestrian safety concerns we addressed in our color coded chart. This accident gives Prezco further incentive to press our safety concerns with the County and State. On Prezco’s pedestrian safety chart, we ask for the connection and completion of sidewalks along Franklin Avenue from University to Colesville. Because of the scope of this project, it has been deemed a CIP issue. We strongly encourage you to put money in the 2009 CIP to complete and connect sidewalks on Franklin Avenue.

Since the accident, Indian Spring residents have been actively discussing the accident and the problems on Franklin Avenue at Seminole and Evergreen Streets. A number of residents have asked for:

1. restriping of the crosswalk on Franklin  Avenue at Seminole St. 
2. a crosswalk paddle sign at the above crosswalk 
3. increased lighting on Franklin Avenue and Evergreen St (in front of the church) 
Thank you for adding these issues to the already long list. Again, Prezco appreciates all that the County is doing to improve pedestrian safety for its citizens.
